Abstract (English version): The article explores the figure of the literary hero as a metaphor for
human unfinishedness and ontological gap, reflecting existential deficit and subject-crisis. Through analysis
of XX-XXTI-century prose (eg., Kafka, Platonov, Makanin) it shows how the hero functions as an event of
unachieved becoming, a liminality between normality and madness, isolation and solitude, quest for
authentic existence, and death as the metaphor of being’s limit. The theoretical base draws on Heidegger,
Sartre, Camus and Jaspers, applied via a comparative lens.
